MAHARASHTRA HIGHWAYS ACT.

No. PPP-2016/CR-251(L.B.46)-T/Road-8.— Whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has appointed

the Chief Engineer, Maharashtra State Road Development Corporation Limited as the Highway Authority
vide Government Notification, Public Works Department, No. PSP-2016/CR-247/Road-8, dated the
7th September 2016, for the portion of the Nagpur-Mumbai Super Communication Expressway (Maharashtra
Prosperity Corridor) [State Highway (Special) No. 2] (hereinafter referred to as “the said Highway”), starting
from Shivmadka village in HinganaTaluka (District Nagpur) and ending at Bhivandi Bypass of National
Highway Number 3 (NH-3) at VVadape (Taluka Bhivandi of District Thane) of the said Maharashtra Prosperity
Corridor, under the Maharashtra Highways Act (LV of 1955) (hereinafter referred to as “the said Act );

And whereas, the Maharashtra State Road Development Corporation Limited is the Highway Authority
for the said Highway as provided in the proviso to section 4 of the said Act;

And whereas, the Maharashtra State Road Development Corporation Limited being the Highway
Authority has requested the Government of Maharashtra that, the land mentioned in the Schedule appended
hereto (hereinafter referred to as “the said land™), is needed for the building, maintenance, management or
operation of the said Highway, being for the public purpose, be acquired by the Government of Maharashtra for
the said Highway Authority under the provisions of the said Act;
